Please arrive early the day of the parade. You will be given your number for judging when you check in on Monday morning.
Check in will begin at 8:00am and end at 9:30am in front of the Black Diamond Fire Station on Baker Street, on the west side of
Hwy 169. The parade starts promptly at 10:00am.
